Pero 
lo que en realidad hace es empujarla hacia abajo en la tubería, donde 
se solidi�ca nuevamente apenas se enfríe y se vuele a alojar en el 
interior de la tubería.

“Yo no genero su�ciente grasa para ocluir mis tuberías.”
¡Falso! Una vez depositada en una tubería, la grasa no se va por sí 
misma. Con el tiempo, cualquier hogar puede poner en sus tuberías 
su�ciente grasa para obstruirlas.

“Puedo tirar la grasa en el inodoro.”
¡Falso! Tirar aceite en el inodoro solo acumula este material en el tubo 
del drenaje a largo plazo.

“No importa lo que hago porque estoy en un complejo 
de apartamentos con muchas otras cocinas.”
¡Falso! Los apartamentos son especialmente vulnerables a estas 
obstrucciones de grasa porque hay muchas cocinas tirándolo en el 
sistema de drenaje al mismo tiempo. Cada apartamento necesita evitar 
tirar grasa en las tuberías.

“No es mi problema. Si la tubería se obstruye, el 
propietaria paga la reparación.”
Quizás, pero dependiendo de su contrato de arrendamiento, el 
propietario a lo mejor paga la reparación, pero usted es la persona que 
tendrá que vivir con la inconveniencia y la peste de una tubería 
obstruida. Nadie quiere una descarga de drenaje en su casa.
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
